MEETING MINUTES

I. Approval of last meeting’s minutes: The meeting was opened at 7:05 pm by President Rich Cromwell.  A motion was properly made, seconded, and unanimous approval was given to accept the minutes from the October 18, 2010.
II. Security Report: During the past few weeks, mailbox vandalism and several “open” car break-ins have occurred. The VB Police Dept. has been notified and requested to increase patrolling the neighborhood.  A reminder to all residents to LOCK car doors when parked on the street.
III. Treasurer’s Report: George Matt provided the update. So far, 363 households have paid dues, generating $7,260.00.  Projected expenses for 2011 will be approximately $6,300.  Current CPBC Checking account balance is $2,486 and an additional $1,526 is held in a Certificate of Deposit.  
IV. Stewardship Comm. Report: No report.
V. Old Business

a. Laskin Gateway Update: Pinewood Road is closed from Holly Road to oceanfront from 7:30 am – 5 pm (M-F).  Discussion was had regarding the stoplight on Holly & 32nd.  Traffic engineers are possibly going to test blinking lights as an option for managing traffic.  The new project is going to be attractive.  
· Laskin Road will re-open Memorial Day with sidewalks, streetlights and parallel parking.  Parking fees will be graduated.  

· Block C completion is scheduled for July /August 2012.  The stoplight at Laskin & Holly will be gone in Phase IV of the project.  
· Phase IV will install a roundabout at 32nd street westbound, 30th street eastbound, instead of Laskin Road.  In August, the SurfRider restaurant will be closed.  Quest Gas will be closed July 31.  
· Pinewood Road will be elevated 5 feet at the curve.
· A 10 foot sidewalk will serve pedestrians from the roundabout to the new feeder road.
b. Eden Ventures, LLC: Nancy Johnson presented an update.  There were many potential problems with the proposed project in the old Post Office.
· Limited parking as there was a potential for 600 people in an 8,000 square foot building.

· 24 hour on-site parking.
· Would have established a precedent for encroachment against residential neighborhoods.
· Prior to the public hearing, CPBC league was able to dissuade the City Planning Staff from granting approval. 
· The developer withdrew his application but maintained his ABC License application.
· The City Council denied parking rights, which caused the denial of the application.
· A new form of zoning for “Old Beach North” – open hearing at 6 pm on April 25 on the VB Convention Center 2nd Floor.
c. Web site: The website is updated with photos of current events and activities within the neighborhood.  The website is generating good traffic and has great historical information as well as links to the VB City site for the Laskin Gateway project.
