Community League Meeting Minutes

Monday, October 18, 2010, 7 p.m.

The meeting was opened at 7:10 pm by President Richard Cromwell.  He recognized several political candidates who were in attendance: Dave Redmond, VB City Council, Tanya Bullock, VB City Council Candidate, Bill DeSteph, VB City Council, as well as several candidates for School Board.

I. A motion was made to approve the minutes from the last meeting, seconded and approved by unanimous vote.

II. Security Report: The amount of crime has been minimal in 2010.  There was a mild teen vandalism spree with broken mailboxes.  The culprits were caught.  Any vehicles that were broken into this year again were unlocked.  Please remember to lock your car doors!

III. Treasurer’s Report: The treasurer’s report was provided by George Matt, in his 10th year of serving as Treasurer of CPBC.  He noted that there were total dues collected from 450 residents, totaling $9,000.  Thus far, 2010 expenses are $7,185, with $4,608 for the Labor Day Picnic.  There is currently $3,086 in the CPBC checking account, and $1,500 in a certificate of deposit.  It is expected that Security Patrol for Halloween will cost approximately $300.

IV. Old Business

a. Labor Day Picnic – Griff Jones once again spearheaded a phenomenal Labor Day Picnic.  The weather was perfect, the turnout was great, and all 250 hamburgers, 250 hot dogs, and 60 pounds of BBQ were eaten.  Griff Jones was presented with a bottle of wine as the “Good Grape Award” for putting together such a great community event.


b. Web Site/E-mail alerts: The CPBC website is full of great information and links to City resources and events.  It has 4,000 hits this year.  On rare occasions, the CPBC Community League uses email alerts to announce meetings or alert residents of special issues or security concerns.


c. Holly Road Development: Nancy Johnson provided an update as to the Holly Road Development with Mr. Bishard (sp?).  The application has been approved by both the Planning Commission and the VB City Council.  He has honored all the proffers that were added to and run with the deed from 10 years ago.  Overall, it was a good experience, and the townhomes are going to be “Nantucket” style, quality residences.

V. New Business

a. Garden Club: Meridith Brady presented the update on the Garden Club Green Sale.  The funds raised from the sale of wreaths and other holiday greens will be used to maintain the flower beds in the community.  Order forms should have been received in resident’s mailboxes.  Orders can be placed by emailing Meridith at meridithbrady@yahoo.com.  Orders will be distributed on December 9 at Galilee, Jordan Hall,  from 10 am – 3 pm. In addition, the Garden Club is sponsoring a food drive on November 17 – food can be dropped off at 1119 E. Bayshore on that day.  Meridith also mentioned that the Garden Club signs, “Got Greens?” were stolen.


b. Eden Ventures, LLC, 32nd Street Nightclub Conditional Use Permit Application: Nancy Johnson provided an update on the discussions surrounding a proposed development for the old post office building at 313 32nd Street.  The owner, Eden Ventures, has deferred its application.  Whenever the application is resubmitted, within 2 weeks, a hearing may occur to determine approval.  After meeting with various officials, and an attempted telephone meeting with the owner and/or the owner’s attorney(s), Nancy provided the following details:



- The property is zoned RT3



- Parking is likely to be a significant issue



- Residential prices for neighboring homes could be diminished.



- The application contains the potential for outdoor band 



performances.



- The purpose of RT district is to assure land use compatibility with 


residential purposes, Nancy does not feel that a nightclub qualifies 


as a “compatible use”.



- Various attendees asked questions and made comments regarding the use of the property.  After some discussion, a motion was properly made to “Oppose this application or any substantially similar applications for a nightclub/bar at the old post office building located at 313 32nd Street.”  The motion was seconded, and a vote was in the affirmative, 28 in favor, 6 opposed.  Based on that vote, CP/BC Community League opposes this application.


c. Councilman John Uhrin – Laskin Gateway: Councilman Uhrin began by pointing out that up until 4 years ago, no mechanism even existed for a Conditional Use Permit process for nightclubs or bars.  This provides some power for the City to keep entertainment enterprises in compliance with various citizen safety concerns.
